Starting on Monday, April 6™, 2020, you can sign up to receive this benefit on
www.canada.ca. If you sign up for direct deposit, you will get a first payment within 3-5 days. If
you choose to receive your benefit by mail, you will receive your payment in approximately 10
days.

Health Canada is building an inventory of specialized work volunteers that provinces and
territories can draw on to provide more support to our health care workers. This could include
tracking cases, tracing contact and collecting and reporting data.
